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FFB Letter of Intent (LOI) – 1st October 2010 – INSTRUCTIONS

Purpose and Handling of LOI:
Letters of Intent are required in order to determine the suitability of projects for funding by the Foundation Fighting Blindness, at a stage preceding the submission and review of full grant applications.
The LOI will be evaluated by the Chair of the Scientific Advisory Board (SAB) in consultation with the Director of Research Programs and, as needed, with members of the SAB.
Evaluation of the LOI will be based primarily on the relevance of the research question to the objectives of the FFB.
If the LOI is accepted, applicants will be notified of acceptance by the end of October 2010 and invited to submit full grant applications with a final grant application deadline of January 15, 2011.

If the LOI is not accepted, applicants will be notified by the end of October 2010 and provided with a brief explanation of the reason(s) for non-acceptance.
Procedure for Submission of LOI:
The LOI consists of: 

Page 1: A completed LOI form including the names of the applicants and their roles and a total budget estimate. FFB operating grants are typically 1-3 years in duration, granting $50,000-$100,000 per year.    

Page 2: A one-page project summary, including (1) brief descriptions of the rationale and research significance, the aims and objectives, and the approach and research methods of the proposed study, and (2) a statement of impact and relevance, clearly stating the potential impact of the outcome of this research for the prevention and treatment of retinal degeneration and blindness, and how it is relevant to the objectives of the Foundation Fighting Blindness. 
Page 3: One page with any necessary reference details, figures, charts and tables  (Optional).
Format:

Standard letter-size (8.5” x 11”) sheets, one-sided, margins 1 inch or 2.5 cm all around; font: Arial or Times New Roman, 12 point or larger.

Submission:

One original LOI, in Word or PDF format, must be received by the FFB no later than 4:00 p.m. (EST) on October 1, 2010.
