The FFB’s annual motorcycle fundraiser
took place in seven regions across
Canada and raised over $900,000 in
support of the Foundation Fighting
Blindness! Thousands of motorcyclists
participated in Alberta, Saskatchewan,
Manitoba, Ontario, the Maritimes and
Newfoundland and Labrador. One of Ride
for Sight's top fundraisers was Meghan
Vanderyt. The 15 year-old is losing her
vision to RP, but it didn’t stop her from
riding in the motorcycle parade as a
passenger - and raising $10,430 - making
her the 5th highest fundraiser in Canada!
Since 2007, Meghan and her family have
raised almost $30,000 for the FFB.
